Answer the following questions in a few sentences each:
Type the name of the poem at the top!
1. What is the basic meaning of the poem? In a few sentences, walk me through the poem and tell me what is going on.

2. What are two powerful images from the poem and why are they powerful?
3. How is the poem organized? Consider how many stanzas, how many lines in each stanza, etc.? If it is a sonnet, how is the sonnet organized (does it follow sonnet format?)
4. What is the tone (attitude) of the speaker? Why do you think that?
5. How would you describe the “sound” of the poem? (Does it rhyme; if so, in what way? Does it have a rhythm – sing songy, choppy, fast, fluid and slow etc.??? Are there repetitions of words or beginning letters, etc.)? Consider the purpose of sound created.
